The Alpha Gamma Sigma Honor Society focuses on recognizing individuals for their academic excellence as well as their involvement in the community, and their commitment to helping others.  Alpha Gamma Sigma (AGS) sponsors and coordinates a variety of fund-raisers every year, as well as awarding its own in house scholarships.  Each of its members exemplifies leadership, scholarship, and impeccable character.


Every year AGS raises thousands of dollars for charity and scholarships.  AGS members also attend the annual regional and state conferences; participate in Club Day, Transfer Day, the Major Exploration Faire, and a variety of other Las Positas events and fund-raisers.  AGS is also responsible for coordinating the blood drive every year.  The members of AGS also coordinate Pizza Nights, Monday through Wednesday, and sell snacks and drinks to the night students at Las Positas.

Minimum Eligibility requirements:

· Earn 12 points.  4 for meeting, 4 for service, and 4 for fund-raising 
  (Pizza Nights).

If you think you qualify for AGS membership, just fill out the AGS application form and turn it in to the 100 building, or simply bring it to one of our meetings.

Continuing Members

Every semester continuing Members will need to fill out another membership application, and pay $15 membership dues.

· Sign the waiver below authorizing the AGS advisor to confirm your GPA at the end of the semester. AGS requires a cumulative GPA of 3.0 and a semester GPA of 3.0.

· Pay $15 for AGS dues by cash, check, or money order.  Dues must be paid each semester.  Make checks payable to AGS.

· Must complete the AGS chapter point requirements before the deadline each semester.

Pizza Nights


Pizza Nights are AGS’s largest and continuous fund-raiser.  Every Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday night AGS sells snacks and refreshments to the night students at LPC.  We set up in the small dining room of the student center (Bldg. 1700) at around 6:30pm, begin selling at 7pm, and end at 9pm.  All members are required to work at least four hours a semester at Pizza Nights, but are more than welcome to work more hours. If any member is unable to commit to the required four hours, due to work or class schedules, other arrangements can be made in order to achieve membership. Please see the AGS President for more information. Moreover, Pizza Nights are fun and a great way to meet other AGS members.  
Donations:

All of the items we sell at Pizza Night are donated by our membership.  Members receive fund-raising points for all items donated (however, these points do not count towards the four hours required for membership).

At the beginning of each semester the Vice-President will offer training dates to familiarize members with Pizza Nights.  If you have never worked Pizza Nights before, write “new member” or “NM” next to your name, so that the Vice-President will know to pair you up with another experienced member.  

Sign Ups for Pizza Night can be done at any of the AGS meetings or at any time by adding your name to the calendar posted on the AGS cabinet. Please be sure to put you cell phone number and hours you can work, if you are unable to work the entire night, next to your name. 

If you are able to pick up the pizzas from Costco, indicate this by putting your name next to “P/U” on the calendar. If you have had experience working Pizza Nights and want to be the Chairperson – a member who commits to working and overseeing Pizza Nights for a chosen day of the week – then put your name next to “Chair” on the calendar. You will earn an extra point for each of these activities.
** NOTE: If you cannot make it to a Pizza Night, you must inform either the AGS VP or the assigned Chairperson within 24 hours.  If you do not notify the VP or Chairperson, 3 points will be DEDUCTED from your membership totals due to an unexcused absence.  Remember that your fellow AGS members are counting on you to be there, so please honor your commitment.  Be sure to sign in when you work Pizza Night. This will serve as proof that you were there.
AGS Pizza Nights To-Do List

1. Meet your fellow AGS members in the small dining room of the Student Center (Bldg. 1700) in the corner near the payphones across form the soda machines at 6:20pm. 
If no other AGS members are there, call them using the numbers listed on the calendar. If no one answers, please wait until 7:00pm for the other members. If no one shows up and you do not know how to get into the cabinet, please call the Vice President to inform him/her that there is no one there and for further instruction.
2. Combine three tables together along the wall opposite the soda machines.  This is where AGS will set up.  If there are students using the tables, politely let them know that the tables have been reserved for AGS.

3. An AGS officer or Pizza Night Chairperson will get the AGS key from the lockbox on the cabinet.  All Pizza Night food and materials are located here.  You will need the AGS tablecloth, cooler, drinks, two blue tubs, coffee maker, tea kettle, cashbox and any other food items.  You’ll have to make several trips! Please be sure the cashbox is stored safely away until someone is available to keep an eye on it.
4. Place the AGS tablecloth over the combined tables.

5. Fill the coffee maker up to defined line with water from the sink behind the counter at Elite Café.  The tea kettle (really a coffee maker that can be used by putting only water in it) can also be filled from this sink.  Get this done early (as it takes awhile for the coffee to brew) and set up the coffee machine and tea kettle on the table.  

6. At around 6:30pm (or sooner), call COSTCO and order two large pizzas; the Chairperson or caller may decide on the toppings, but please be sure to order something that will appeal to all tastes.  Count the bills in the cashbox, and record this information on the Student Life Accounting Activity Form under Starting Balance.  Take $22 and the Costco card from the cashbox, and send someone to pick up the pizzas around 6:45pm.  Before leaving, make sure you record the Funds Spent (the $22 that you’re taking for the pizzas).  Also, make sure you save the receipt from Costco.  It is essential that we keep this to include in the deposit bag at the end of the night. 
7. Take the cooler to the ice machine behind the counter in Elite Café. This must be done BEFORE 7:30pm, as the cafeteria closes at this time. Fill with ice, and bring to the Pizza Night table. Set it on a chair with the top open so that students can access it easily.

8. Don’t forget, we absolutely CANNOT start selling until after 7pm. 
Remember to sign your initials on the AGS Pizza Night Sign-In Sheet!  

9. All snack items are 50 cents, except for pizza which is $2 per slice, and soda/water which is 75 cents. Small cups of coffee/tea are 50 cents; the larger cups are 75 cents.

10. Have fun! Encourage students you see to come by the table, and check things out. Not everyone knows how much cheaper our snacks are, so if you see them trying to buy from the vending machines, remind them! Also, feel free to talk to them about AGS, and give them an application if they’re interested.   

11. We close at 9pm.  Dump the ice out of the cooler in the grate found just outside the automatic doors.  The excess coffee and tea can also be dumped here as well. Throw away the used coffee grinds, and wash the coffee pot in the sink in one of the bathrooms.  Pack up all the food items, the cooler, tablecloth, and other items and bring these back to the AGS cabinet.  Count the money, and record total amount of bills under Ending Amount. Perform noted operations to record Funds Raised. Leave $40 in the cashbox and record this under Balance Carried Forward. Try to leave the smallest bills! (Note: No more than $100 worth of bills may ever be kept in the cashbox at once.) Put the rest of the money in the deposit bag, and record this amount under Amount Deposited. Fill out a deposit slip following the example in the cashbox. Copy all recordings on the Student Life Accounting Activity Form onto the AGS Accounting Copy. Sign both forms. Two signatures are needed on the original Student Life Accounting Form. Leave the AGS copy in the cashbox and place the Student Life Accounting Activity Form in the deposit bag. Place the Costco receipt in the deposit bag too. Fill out a deposit slip like the example included in the cash box, obtain two signatures, and put in the deposit bag. The deposit bag should contain the money, pizza receipt, Accounting form, and deposit slip.  

12.  Lock the deposit bag (with money, deposit slip, Student Life Accounting Activity Form, and Costco receipt inside) with the key found in the cashbox. The cashbox is the last thing to be put away in the AGS cabinet.  Put the AGS cabinet key in the lockbox attached to the handle.

13.  Finally, bring the deposit bag to the security office (bldg 1600.) If they are not there, call their emergency number. 
14. Good job! Drive home safely.

Point Sheets


Another important aspect of AGS membership are the point sheets.  Point sheets are used to log the number of hours you serve in community service, fund-raising, or attending meetings. 
 In order to officially make membership and receive recognition on your transcripts, you must earn 4 hours in community service, 4 hours working Pizza Nights (fund-raising) and 4 hours attending AGS meetings.  
Members receive one point for every hour of service in these three categories, and can earn additional points when they donate to the club or charities.  See the “Ways to Earn Points” page for more details.  If you have additional questions regarding Point sheets, ask the Membership officer. 
 Point Sheets are due at the end of each month.  The Membership officer will let you know the exact due dates.  A sample point sheet is provided, as well as a blank one for your own use.  Make copies of the blank sheet and use it to record points each month.  Additional copies are available online at http://lpcags.weebly.com/

Point Sheets are also important for AGS scholarships and Member of the Month Awards.  AGS looks for members who have been consistently active in the chapter, and who have stepped up above and beyond the call of duty in their service to the chapter and to the community.  This dedication and commitment will be reflected in your point sheets, and considered very carefully when choosing recipients of scholarships and other awards.

NOTE:   Make copies of your points sheets!!!  These copies will be invaluable to you in the Spring semester when you apply for AGS scholarships.

AGS Chapter Scholarships
In addition to the AGS State Scholarships awarded at the state level to nominees from each state chapter, Sigma Theta, the Las Positas College chapter of AGS, also awards over $4500 annually in scholarships to our members.  These scholarships are available to any AGS member, and are divided into two categories so that new members who have not yet accumulated as many service hours can still win scholarships.  These scholarships are awarded to the members who best exemplify the values and traditions of AGS.  Service to the chapter is a top priority when choosing recipients, as well as service to the community and academic scholarship.


We have two categories:  

Continuing Members for anyone who has been a member of AGS prior to the current Spring  semester and Initial Members for anyone whose first membership into AGS is the current Spring semester.  On the scholarship application, you will choose whichever category applies to you.

 If you are new to AGS, you are only compared against other first time members and not  against someone who has been in the chapter for 3 years.  The application packet will also ask you to summit a summary of your service to the Chapter, the college, and the community per attach sample, transcripts, personal statement, and impact statement if any.  

Summary of Service Sheet: 
When you provide your summary of service sheet, you may only give information for the semesters you were in AGS.  For example, if you volunteered with the Cancer Society for the past 4 years, but have only been in AGS two semesters, you can only list the Cancer Society hours during those two semesters in AGS, not for all 4 years.  You may list hours for all other clubs and ASLPC on this summary even though you may not count those hours for AGS points for membership.  Again, these hours only can be listed for semesters you were in AGS.  You will include all semesters that you were a member of AGS on the summary sheet.  For example, if you have been in AGS for 4 semesters, you list all four  semesters worth of hours, not just the two semesters on the sample.  
Now aren’t you glad you made copies of all those point sheets?

Eligibility:
All AGS members who have met membership requirements are eligible.

Deadline:
Deadline to turn in applications is usually sometime at the beginning of April, so look out for more info during March.
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
